· I will refrain from voicing any concerns regarding floor time or lack there of towards any member of the coaching staff or training staff. 

· I will applaud, cheer or respect good plays by both teams.

· I will refrain from voicing any negative opinions towards the coaching staff in front of my child or children.

· I will volunteer to the best of my ability towards minor officiating at home zone games (game sheet, clock or thirty second clock), team fundraisers or at the Herb Lea Tournament.

· I agree to follow the teams, and Sarnia Minor Lacrosse’s Rules and Regulations.

· I agree to put any negative concerns towards the coaching staff in writing not less than 24 hours from the occurrence of incident to the manager of the team.
